on our proposed community at the corner of 
24th and H Streets.  Our status is in limbo 
due to the Woods proposal to build a drive-
way in the space we have in our proposal as 
well as waiting for clarification concerning 
planting vegetables in a right of way.  She 
explained that the City now allows vegetable 
gardens in front yards and parks.  Judi 
added that neighborhoods are being relied 
upon by the City to manage these gardens.  
Russ stated that he understands that Sara 
will be applying for a grant for the community 
garden again this year.  She will keep the 
neighborhood informed as to when we may 
begin to plan for planting our garden. 
 
Bryan suggested that we headline the news-
letter with a plea for a Chair for the associa-
tion.

Presentation - Boys & Girls Club- 
Brendan Stabeno & Sarah Benfield-Blakenship 
Boy’s & Girl’s Club serves 2,500 children at 
two locations in Vancouver.   The clubs oper-
ate on the school schedule, open 2:50 to 7:00 
PM after school.  There is also a summer ses-
sion for full weekdays during the summer. 
 Volunteers are needed from the commu-
nity in partnership with Boy’s & Girl’s Clubs. In 
specific, volunteers should expect to volunteer 
weekly on the same day and time each week.  
The following opportunities are available:

 Neighbors were encouraged to attend 
orientations, Tuesdays at 6:00 PM and Fri-
days at 4:30 PM.  Background checks will be 
done.  A full year commitment is requested.  
46% of the children served are from single 
parent households 
 
Tool library- 
Sara is gleaning operating information from 
the Portland Neighborhood Tool Program and 
will report what she finds soon.   We do need 
volunteers to store and check out tools.  A list 
will be solicited at a future meeting. 
 
Parking Issues- 
601 East 22nd and surrounding area 
24th and H Streets area 
Jeanne comes to the meeting to request as-
sistance with street parking concerns.  Radio 
Cab Company has 6 to 10 cabs per day oper-
ating from the business parking lot – each cab 
has a driver – each driver brings their own 
vehicle to park. (12 to 20 vehicles total)  In 
addition the business named Eagles Wings 
(counseling for anger management) holds 
classes that bring 8 to 20 cars per 2 hour ses-
sion into the neighborhood to park, with multi-
ple sessions scheduled every day of the week 
including evenings and weekends.  This com-
bination often brings 30+ non-resident vehi-
cles parking on the streets within a one block 
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area which leaves the homeowners with no 
place to park or completely blocked in.  Four 
parking spaces are currently leased from the 
business at 601 E. 22nd.  Apparently the cab 
company does not lease office space at that 
location.  These cars are parked as long as 
15 hours on a daily basis, with occasional 
parking in front of a residence for more than 
three days at a time. 
 
Judi pointed out that the City has regulations 
concerning the amount of parking spaces per 
square feet of office space.  Judi agreed to 
follow up on this and report back to ANA 
concerning what our options may be. 
 
Homes for Community Living at the corner of 
24th and H Streets:  Neighbors present on-
going parking related complaints.  Clients 
using the business park in front of resi-
dences instead of utilizing the parking 
spaces reserved for them behind the building 
and on the street in front and to the side of 
the building.  On occasion, there have been 
as many as 27 vehicles parking to attend 
meetings at the building.  On a daily basis, 
there are 10 to 15 vehicles parking in front of 
residences with increased daily traffic com-
ing and going at the business.  On several 
occasions, an elderly neighbor has been 
unable to park in front of her home.  This 
woman has great difficulty walking any dis-
tance.  She has no other place to park and 
unload her groceries.  Judi Bailey suggested 
that Michael Jacobs, parking management, 
development review services be invited to 
our next board meeting.  Discussion con-
cerning various parking plans took place that 
Judy Bailey said she would explore. 
 
Helen:  Port of Portland Airport is putting up 
a footprint of noise coming from Portland 
Airport for the near future.   She advised 
neighbors to look at this report and make 
every effort to comment.   Judi reminded us 
about the Portland Airport north runway hav-
ing been under construction, which will be 
opening again soon. 
 
$154.00 was brought in January to the Ar-
nada Treasury.   Bryan gave a report about 
our funding project of picking up and recy-
cling Christmas Trees.  Boy Scout / Cub 
Scout Clubs collected Christmas trees from 
our neighborhood as well.  These organiza-
tions were from outside of our neighborhood.  
Bryan would like to sponsor this event again 
next year.  He will contact the Scouts in ad-
vance to avoid mix-up concerning trees set 
out for Arnada being picked up by the 
Scouts. 
 
Ron, residing at G Street and McLoughlin – 
has offered possible tool storage 
 
Marti Sanders – Community Garden – Marti 
attended the community garden meeting at 
Marshall Center.   Approximately 60 individu-
als attended.  Marti asked what the status is

and Neighborhood Watch.  Neighborhood Watch 
is inside the neighborhood as in block captains 
and phone trees.  Neighbors On Watch is City 
wide and the volunteers are required to attend 
training.  David suggested that we consider both 
organizations in the interest of neighborhood 
safety. 
 
Judi Bailey reminded us that City mediation is 
available to assist in helping with neighborhood 
conflict.   Phone number is 619-1140.   Alex is 
the contact person. 
 
Appreciation of Russ Pascoe’s excellent service 
to Arnada as Neighborhood Chair:  Russ was 
applauded by all present and individually 
thanked as well for his years of service to Ar-
nada.  Although Karen Wilson was not present, it 
was noted that she has served the neighborhood 
as secretary for many years.

LCSNW Volunteers 

Every month, refugees reset-
tle in Vancouver from coun-
tries and regions all over the 

world to escape religious and political perse-
cution, ethnic cleansing, sectarian violence 
and war. They leave their home countries in 
hopes of having safety and freedom here in 
Vancouver, coming from Iraq, Burma, Ukraine 
and various countries in the former Soviet 
Union. Unfortunately, 44 percent of all immi-
grants end up living at or near the poverty 
line, barely able to make ends meet.  They 
not only live in poverty, but they suffer from 
culture shock, struggling to communicate in 
English, become accustomed to new food, 
and settle in an unfamiliar place.  
 
Human services agency Lutheran Community 
Services Northwest (LCSNW) strives to help 
these refugees and immigrants become 
happy, productive members of the Vancouver 
community. Helping these individuals to get a 
new start in Vancouver is a community effort, 
involving volunteers, social service agencies, 
and donors willing to support them. 

 
LCSNW has been responsible for the resettle-
ment of 30,000 refugees in Vancouver, Port-
land and Seattle. The organization connects 
them with community resources to help them 
find jobs, elderly services and receive energy 
and food assistance.   
 
LCSNW has helped 800 immigrants and refu-
gees to become U.S. citizens and has as-
sisted more than 1,000 with their citizenship 
applications. The agency offers a variety of 
services to make the transition to a new coun-
try easier for refugees and immigrants, includ-
ing cultural orientation, immigration counsel-
ing, English as a second language classes, 
and citizenship education.  
 
If you are interested in joining the efforts of 
LCSNW by helping refugees and immigrants 
to get a new start in our community, there are 
a number of ways to get involved: co-
sponsoring a refugee family, volunteering or 
making a donation.  LCSNW welcomes do-
nated mattresses, blankets, cups, plates and 
other gently- used home furnishings.
