Meeting was called to order by Vice Chair, Abbie
Spielman - 7:05 PM

19 neighbors present including Judi Bailey City of
Vancouver Office of Neighborhoods, Annette
Griffy, City of Vancouver, Roy Johnson VHA

Abbie called for corrections or additions to the
minutes. Minutes were approved as published.

Judi Bailey introduced Arnada’s new Neighbor-
hood Liaison, Annette Griffy.

Vancouver Housing Authority

Roy A. Johnson — Executive director.
VHA has purchased propertY between 16th and
17th, D and E Streets. The land is currently
undergoing clean up, with removal of vegetation
smaller than 10 inches. He estimated complete
clean-up by approximately mid June. Two build-
ings have already been removed. There is one
home remaining in use, which still belongs to the
owner. There is no plan, nor intention to exer-
cise any imminent domain at any time.
Roy Johnson stated that the housing project
remains at least four or five years down the road.
They are looking at between three, four stories,
similar to the new Van Vista project, which will
begin construction the last quarter of 2010. The
16th-17th property was said to have the possibil-
ity of some commercial units, yet to be deter-
mined. The property was purchased with 75
percent low interest funds. VHA is currently
considering a bond or mixed financing to fund
the project. He suggested the VHA is open to
temporary use of the property. Question and
answer followed. Neighbors inquired concernin
exactly what clean-up would occur. He believe

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the space would be graded but stopped short
when asked about being seeded with grass, as
he was unsure. He will check on that and get
back to us. He offered that the property would
be kept up to City standards.

Arnada requested that Mr. Johnson review our
Neighborhood Action Plan with copy to VHA so
as to understand our neighborhood vision plan.
Mr. Johnson said he would enjoy working with
Arnada Neighborhood and looked forward to
keeping the neighborhood informed as the pro-
ject moves along.

Jim Girard - Memorial Day Picnic will be held on
Monday, May 31st at NOON - Jim Girard gave
an update on planned activities. The Bicycle
Parade will begin at noon. Seanette has ar-
ranged for a large barbeque, with Arnada provid-
ing chicken, burgers, punch, games and prizes.
Jim has arranged with veteran, Larry Smith to
speak. The annual picnic is potluck, with
neighbors to provide a main dish and dessert to
share. Please bring serving utensils as well as
your own plates, cups and silverware. There will
be picnic tables provided. Neighbors are encour-
aged to bring colorful tablecloths and portable
chairs. The Marshall Family will bring instru-
ments for lively music making, all are welcome to
play and sing along.

Regional Transportation Council — Freight Mobility

Study — Fourth Plain Blvd.

Abbie attended Shumway NA meeting to obtain
information for Arnada NA concerning the prob-
ability of Fourth Plain becoming designated as a
“freight corridor of regional significance”. At that
meeting, Abbie understood that Fourth Plain is
being considered as a main corridor through to
the Port Of Vancouver, and that a vote will be
taking place over this designation on June 10th.
With the implementation of CRC and Light Rail, it
has apparently been discussed that Fourth Plain
may be a better choice for the main truck route
as it would be away from current Light Rail rout-
ing. Abbie stated that there were mixed mes-
sages in the presentation with her leaving the
meeting without a clear understanding of how the
process is being undertaken. Longtime resident
Dave Frei provided some background informa-
tion with discussion of an agreement between
Arnada, Shumway, Hough and Carter Park
neighborhood associations along with the City of
Vancouver and Port of Vancouver concerning
traffic/use/designation of Fourth Plain Blvd. He
stated that the agreement addressed then cur-
rent configuration, traffic use, etc., and that the
agreement would be reopened if/when traffic flow
no longer served current use. He stated that
adjustments could be made to include bike
lanes, turnout lane, pedestrian safety, crossin
safety, etc., but that it was his understanding that
the agreement designated Fourth Plan as a ma-
jor corridor already. Dave su?gested that we
may wish to invite a speaker from Vancouver,
Transportation Department to our June meeting.

Neighbor, Jeff Hamm (C.E.O. C-Tran) offered

further explanation as well, clarifying that RTC is
only a planning entity. It has no funding and does
not build anything. Jeff said that there is a plan for
Bus Rapid Transit on Fourth Plain, but there had
not been any decisions made. Jeff shared that the
C-Tran 20 year mobility plan has identified high
capacity transit corridors. He said that Fourth
Plain, Mill Plain and Highway 99 are included in
that plan. Jeff suggested that ANA request RTC
pefinvited to speak at our next meeting. All were
in favor.

ANA Representative to CRC - Vancouver Transit

Advisory Committee
ANA Secretary read aloud an email requesting a
representative from Arnada to serve on this com-
mittee. She stated that Seanette Corkil had ex-
pressed an interest in this position but was unable
to attend tonight's meeting. Short discussion fol-
lowed that Seanette has considerable experience
having served on the bicycle/pedestrian portion of
CRC design, been a neighborhood leader in nearly
every position and has an excellent history of rep-
resenting ANA very well, and in keeping in close
contact with Arnada with progress reports and
requesting input. Neighbor Debby Watts stated
that she would like to be the representative as
well. Since it was unclear if Arnada would be al-
lowed more than one individual to serve on the
committee, appointment will be deferred until clari-
fication is received.

Library: Several neighbors have requested that
someone from the library district be invited to attend
our ANA meeting next month to speak about fund-
ing for bringing back services as a result of budget
cuts. Jeanne will check into this.

It has been reported that thefts are on the increase
in Arnada with additional concern that traffic in al-
leys from non-residents is increasing as well. Judi
Bailey suggested we contact Kelly Mott to inquire
about beginnin%a Neighbors On Watch group. Al
present agree that Arnada neighbors must do what
they may to avoid any “opportunity thefts” by locking
cars, not leaving valuable items in cars, locking
doors and garages.

Fireworks: Judi Bailey passed out the new regula-
tions for fireworks in July. Suze will see that this
gets on the board at the kiosk.

Marti Sanders thanked Arnada Neighbors for their
fabulous assistance in delivering unwanted furniture
from our clean-up day to individuals without furni-
ture. She would like to extend her thanks to all of
Arnada for their care and support of those in need.

Meeting adjourned at 8:40PM.
