Neighborhood Clean-up Day
Saturday, April 10th

will be from 8 am to 3 pm. The City will be
accepting yard debris and bulky household
items such as couches, screen doors, and
the like, although no household garbage will
be accepted. Unfortunately, no e-waste
(computers, TVs, monitors, and laptops) will
be accepted. Also, the site cannot accept
any paint, chemicals or solvents.

We need Neighborhood volunteers to help
staff the site, direct traffic, and help keep the
process moving. This year some of the
regular volunteers who have been helping
cannot attend.

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Neighborhood Parking

To help keep our neighborhood safe and
livable, the following is reprinted from the
City of Vancouver's publication, “Parking in
Your Neighborhood”.

Parking Etiquette

o Park at least 5ft from a driveway. Do not
block it.

e Park at least 20ft from a crosswalk,
marked or unmarked.

Do not park in an area with a ‘No Parking’
sign. These areas are zoned for your
safety.

e When parallel parking, do not park facing
traffic.

o Do not obstruct traffic by parking in a bicy-
cle lane, an alley, or in any lane of traffic.

e Do not park on a sidewalk or planting
strip.

o Do not park a vehicle for sale’ on the
street

e Do not repair a vehicle on the street
unless it is an emergency.

Do not park within an intersection.

RV Parking & Camping

o Recreational vehicles may only be parked
on a city street, in a residential area, for a
reasonable amount of time, for the pur-
pose of loading and unloading.

e Camping in any vehicle parked on the
street is not allowed except by permit.
(VMC 8.22)

Truck and Trailer Parking

o Trailer coaches, semi-trailers, boat trailers
and other utility trailers cannot park on
residential streets in areas zoned residen-
tial. (VMC 9.64.190)

e Trucks with a gross weight capacity in
excess of nine thousand pounds cannot
park on residential streets in areas zoned
residential.

Fire Department Access

e Fire lanes shall not be obstructed in any
manner including the parking of vehicles.

o A fire lane is a road or other passageway
developed to allow the passage of fire
apparatus.

Fire Hydrants & Fire Protection Equipment

o Parking within 15 feet of a fire hydrant is
prohibited (RCW 46.61.570 and WAC
132N-156-550) except where authorized
by the City of Vancouver Transportation
Services with a marked parking stall.

To report a required fire department parking
and/or access violation, contact the Vancou-
ver Fire Mar&6bhal'’

Unauthorized Vehicles

¢ Vehicles that have been parked in the
same place without being moved for ex-
tended periods of time (24 hours or longer)
may be considered unauthorized. (Please
note that the 24hour countdown starts once
City of Vancouver Code Enforcement has
officially marked the vehicle).

The City of Vancouver Parking Program is
committed to working with the community to
address all parking issues. We have set up
a Parking Complaint Hotline for you and
your neighbors to leave us a recorded mes-
sage about specific parking concerns. Your
concemns will be responded to in a timely
manner, based on priority.

When calling the hotline, leave a detailed
description of the parking issue including:

o The exact location of the parking issue

o The usual time of day you notice the park-
ing problem.

« A description of the vehicle.

e Your name and phone number. This is a
very important piece of the problem solv-
ing process.

Meeting Minutes:

Arnada Neighborhood Meeting— Feb 11, 2010
Vancouver Housing Authority (VHA)
2500 Main Street, Vancouver, WA.

Meeting was called to order by
Vice Chair, Abbie Spielman - 7:10 PM

Seven neighbors present
Judi Bailey — City of Vancouver Office of
Neighborhoods present

Minutes approved as printed in the newsletter.

Treasurers report:: General Fund-$595.90
N.A.P.-$664.01
Tool Library-$600.00
Rain Barrel Project-$8.96
Total $1,838.87
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Vice Chair, Abbie asked for someone to
volunteer to take on the electronic communi-
cations as she is overwhelmed and needs
assistance. No volunteer came forward.

Discussion took place about how to keep
Arnada Neighborhood Association function-
ing without a chairperson. Judi asked us to
talk about the various aspects of responsibil-
ity of the Chairperson.  Bryan referred to
the January newsletter article with descrip-
tion of duties. Consensus was that Arnada
may be scaling down to minimal service and
activity. Committee members continue to
follow up with tasks within their appointment
duties. It was noted by Judi that Arnada is
one of the most active neighborhoods in the
City of Vancouver. All are hopeful that a
chairperson will step up soon.

Parking:

Jeanne provided a handout to assist ANA
address neighborhood parking concerns.
Listed were specifics from the City Of Van-
couver website addressing street parking,
parking etiquette, etc. Also included was a
survey/questionnaire she had drafted for the
neighborhood asking for response with con-
cerns and appreciations of parking through-
out Arnada. She reported that she had ex-
perienced an aggressive individual over the
parking on F Street between 20th and 22nd
Streets. Afterward, she did speak directly
with the business where the individual was
visiting.

Lively discussion took place about various
aspects of increased street parking conflicts
in Arnada. Judi suggested we set up a
meeting with Mike Merrill from the City to
look into assisting Arnada in developin% a
parking plan for the entire Arnada neighbor-
hood. It was noted that Arnada has ad-
dressed parking in our Neighborhood Action
Plan, as well as traffic, cycling and pedes-
trian safety. Appropriate steps per our NAP
will be addressed with City personnel. Judi
offered to make contact with Mike Merrill to
arrange his attendance at the next ANA
BOﬁrd Meeting. She offered to attend as
well.

Social Events:
Sara suggested ANA consider offering so-
cial mixer events, inviting businesses to
functions that have no particular agenda
other than just getting to know one another.
Sara would be willing to start something to
encourage business owners and neighbors
to get acquainted on a more personal basis.
She will try to come up with some ideas and
possible dates.

Martha Drum — Community Outreach Person for
Ke Kukui Foundation.

The foundation is an Hawaiian cultural preser-
vation foundation.

Deva Yamisuro is the executive director as well
as the artistic director.

Ms. Yamisuro shared some local Hawaiian his-
tory about John Kalama. Kalama, Washington
had many Hawaiians living there that were un-
der contract to work at Fort Vancouver. When
their contract was over, they didn't want to
leave. They intermarried into the community
and developed Hawaiian culture there. Ke
Kukui Foundation teaches Hawaiian culture and
dance. They soon hope to hold ‘Gracious La-
dies’ classes, which are strong in the Hawaiian
culture. They are very pleased to be our new
neighbors and would like to invite Arnada to
stop by for a visit. Brochures were circulated to
all present. The business is located at 301 East
McLoughlin Street.  Their phone number is

Bryan suggested that Arnada develop a column
in our newsletter welcoming newcomers to Ar-
nada. Sara said she would write an article
every month about who's new in Armada. Be-
ginning with the Ke Kukui Foundation.

Suze reported that Laura Hudson, City of Van-
couver Planning Manager sent her an email in
reference to creating an inventory of Arnada
Neighborhood.

“The City of Vancouver participates in the certi-
fied local government (CLG) program of the
Washington Dept. of Archaeology and Historic
Preservation (DAHP).  Each year, DAHP
awards grants to CLG for projects that promote
historic preservation. One of DAHP’s highest
priorities is inventorying and evaluating build-
ings in older communities. Vancouver has ap-
plied for and used these funds to complete in-
ventories of the Esther Short and Hough
neighborhoods.

We are considering applying for a grant to com-
plete an inventory of Arnada neighborhood in
the next round. This is in recognition of (1) the
historic resources in the area and (2) the contin-
ued pressure to convert parts of the neighbor-
hood to other uses - due to the historic mix of
uses and building types in the area and due to
its location. A part of the grant would be used to
identify the best way to protect those areas that
are found to be historically significant (eligible
for listing on the local, state or federal register of
historic places). We would like to have the sup-
port and participation of the neighborhood asso-
ciation in this effort.”

This was well received by all present. Sara and
Suze will coordinate with Laura and meet con-
cerning this grant. Helen reminded us that a
previous inventory had been taken of Amada
and that she would look into that and provide

the information if it could be found.

Helen - The Great Backyard Bird Count — She
passed out flyers to count and identify birds in
Arnada. It was noted that with all this lovely
weather, there are more birds than usual in the
area.

Vancouver Food Co-op — Helen said they still
don't have a building — They are trying to revital-
ize the idea, invite new membership and hope-
fully obtain a small building to begin operations.
The Buyers Club is also not in operation at this
time. Helen would just like to have a place
close by to purchase fresh produce. Her re-
quest was met with applause.

Driveway at 24th and H Streets — Arnada has
been requested to provide input concerning
safety, emergency access, ADA access, light-
ing at this Arnada Park entrance. We've been
asked to respond as soon as possible. Judi will
find out whom we respond to, so that we may
provide this information as quickly as possible.
Judi stated: “The City has determined that the
application is entirely complete. The staff report
and decision will be issued in about two weeks.”

Phil Kenyon volunteered to chair the neighbor-
hood clean-up this year.

Neighbors discussed they would prefer a late
April date. Phil will look into an available date
and get back to the neighborhood. There was
some discussion with helping our elderly in their
yards. Judi offered that another neighborhood
had some legal issues with their neighborhood
clean-up. She suggested we take note from
their experience.

Sara resported on our Tool Library project. Mike

(Soha Signs) was suggested as a possible con-
tact to store the tools. Bryan suggested that it
would be difficult to mobilize this without a chair.
Sara is working on developing a tool check out
system and will report back next month.

Sara said there is a grant meeting next Tuesday

near the mall. Neighborhood Transportation
Safety Alliance.  She will be attending that
meeting.

Meeting adjourned at 8:28 PM.
