E-Cycle Washington, Empower Up and the ReStore

As of Jan. 1, 2010, Waste Connections is prohibited from accepting computers, monitors,
TVs and laptops as garbage. The restrictions are the result of a new Oregon law banning
the land filling of old electronic equipment. Because the landfill that serves Clark County
is located in Oregon, the law applies indirectly here, too. However, you can still get rid of
old televisions, computers and monitors for free, thanks to a Washington law requiring
manufacturers to underwrite a statewide electronics recycling program.

E-Cycle Washington is a program that provides free recycling of computers, monitors,
laptops and TVs. Peripherals and accessories such as mice, printers and scanners are
NOT covered under the program, but they may still be recyclable. Call the recycler ahead
of time or visit their website for details. For recycling locations, please call 1-800-recycle
or visit www.ecyclewashington.org.

Empower Up, formerly known as CREAM, is a non-profit organization focusing on
computer reuse and education. They accept used computers, computer parts and other
consumer electronics from the public at no charge. Empower Up prefers to accept only
working equipment that is no more than 5 years old although they will accept non-
working or older equipment at this time. Used computers are available for purchase in the
Empower Up Thrift Store. The education center offers free internet access and classes
like “Google Docs” and “Intro to the Web”.

Empower Up is located at 5000 E Fourth Plain Blvd., Suite F, in the same building as the
Habitat for Humanity ReStore. Donation hours are 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., Tuesday through
Saturday. For additional information, please see www.empowerupnow.org or call 360-
735-0888.

The Habitat for Humanity ReStore is a thrift store that sells donated new and used
building and home improvement products. The stock is constantly changing but often
includes lighting fixtures, sinks, toilets, major appliances, floor coverings and furniture.
Sales from the ReStore help build homes for low income families. The Clark County
ReStore is located at 5000 E. Fourth Plain Blvd. Store hours are 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., Tuesday
through Saturday.

What is Household Hazardous Waste?

The easiest way to determine if a household product is hazardous is to read the label.
Look for the words “Poison”, “Danger”, “Warning: or “Caution” on the label.

“Poison” and ”Danger” indicate the highest hazard levels. “Poison” means that a product
is highly toxic and can cause injury or death if ingested, inhaled or absorbed through the
skin.

“Danger” means that a product is highly toxic, flammable or corrosive. Products
containing the word “Danger” could be poisonous, cause serious damage to skin or eyes
or easily cause a fire. Look for the word “Danger” on cleaners, polishes, paint strippers
and pesticides.

Containers containing products like these should not go in the garbage at home or at a
neighborhood clean up. Instead, they should be taken to a Household Hazardous Waste
Collection. Empty containers can go in the garbage. All three transfer stations have
certain days when household hazardous waste can be brought in for no charge.

The following rules apply to all three transfer stations and the collection events:

Does Not Accept: Amounts greater than 25 gallons or 220 pounds; leaking containers;
containers larger than 5-gallons; asbestos; explosives or ammunition; radioactive
material; infectious waste; or business-generated waste.

Note: Any containers used to deliver materials will not be returned to customers

What can | bring to a Household Hazardous Waste collection?

Aerosol products (NO compressed gas cylinders)

All kinds (paint, cleaners, pesticides, etc.)

Automotive products

Used motor oil (up to five gallons), antifreeze, gasoline, vehicle batteries, engine
cleaners, degreasers, transmission fluid

Batteries

Household (AA, AAA, C, D, NiCad, lithium)

Fluorescent bulbs and tubes

Household cleaners

Disinfectant, furniture stripper, oven cleaners, partially full aerosol cans, floor
cleaners/wax, furniture polish, spot remover, caustic cleaners

Medications (NO controlled substances)

Mercury items (thermometers, thermostats, switches)

Paints and solvents

Turpentine, kerosene, rust remover, solvents, latex/oil base paint, paint thinner, wood
preservatives, deck stains, concrete sealer

Poisons/Pesticides

Fungicides, herbicides (including fertilizers with weed killer), insecticides (including slug
bait), and rodenticides

Pool, spa and photographic chemicals

Propane tanks
