Education, Outreach and Events
In 2010, community collections, events
and outreach efforts included:

« Block Foam Collections were
held monthly, alternating between Clark
College and Fishers Landing. Empower

« Recyclingest Neighborhood

training was provided to 43 people from

35 Vancouver Neighborhood Associations.

Other neighborhood events included
cleanups, appliance pick-up program, leaf
disposal coupons and chipper days.

« The Sparklettes Cart Drill Team
performed at the Paddy Hough Parade
for the ninth year.

« Vancouver Watershed Counal (VW()

mobilized 1,054 people who donated
3,177 hours valued at more than

$66,000. The non-profit also sponsored/

participated in 25 outreach events,
hosting a total of more than 15,000
people. Volunteer Dragonfly Patrol
members on a two-person tricycle
educate walkers on Burnt Bridge Creek
and Columbia River Renaissance

trails. VWC also offered $9,200 in
neighborhood grants to seven different
neighborhood associations.

Neighborhood Programs
Many ongoing popular programs are offered to help clean, beautify and build
community. For 2010, results and expenditures for these programs were as follows:

Saturday Cleanup Events for Neighborhoods

*  Bulky waste: 391 tons  Disposal cost: $31,612

*  Yard Debris: 203 tons Disposal cost: $13,922

*  Hauling costs: $46,440 plus $55,000 in-kind contribution by Waste Connections
Note: A rotal of 43 neighborhoods participated in the bulky waste and/or yard debris program
and 20 neighborhoods participated in the citys chipper program.

Spring Cleanup Coupons to Neighborhoods

*  Yard debris: 787 tons  Disposal Cost: $39,290 Coupons redeemed: 4040
e Tires: 1,644 Disposal Cost: $9,550 Coupons redeemed: 584

Note: Free yard debris and tire disposal coupons were available during April, May and June.

Fall Leaf Coupons for all City and County residents
e  Leaves delivered: 5,182 cubic yards Disposal Cost: $25,762

Note: Vancouver’s Solid Waste Services and Operations Services also partnered
to place leaf boxes for residents in some of the citys most tree-filled neighborhoods.
