Neighborhood Cleanup I One event per year

items, yard debris and scrap metal. Neighborhood associations are responsible for organizing volunteer 
staffing at the cleanup and publicizing the event to their neighborhood residents. Earn bonus dollars for 
your neighborhood association by offering reusing and recycling at the cleanup.

Chipper I One time per year
