What's NOT Accepted ?

o NOHousehold trash or contractor waste
 NO Concrete, rocks, sod or dirt

o NO Home remodel debris, tiles, drywall, etc.
 NO Roofing shingles or roofing materials

o NO Hazardous chemicals, cleaners, paint, stains or fluids
such as gasoline, oil orantifreeze

o NOTVs, computers or electronics.
o NOCFLorfluorescent tube lights
o NOvery LARGE items such as boats and hot tubs
